Vinculum 1 USB Host Controller — Component

This document is for those that need help with using the above stated component. In this document
the component and its macros are explained in the way they works and how to use them in your own
flowcode program.

With this component the user can create in just a matter of seconds a fully functioning data logger
with the use of a USB memory Stick. What this component can offer you the user, is a really easy way
of communicating with a USB slave device such as: BOMS, keyboards and even printers.

This component in its current release (V1.0 / 2-1-2014) uses 14 macros, it can be difficult for new
user to understand this component. So we will start by explaining the different macros.

Initialise:
This macro needs to be called before any other macro of this component is used.
RETURN = No Return

AppendStringToFile
This macro will append a string to an file that has been opened. This macro can only be used after

OpenFile.

Parameters:

Data_String = String to append

RETURN = No Return

ChangeDirectory

This macro will change the current directory to the directory name specified.
Parameters:

DirectoryName = Name of Directory

RETURN = No Return

CheckDisk

This macro check if a disk is present.

Parameters:

RETURN = No Return (Work in progress)



CloseFile

This macro closes the current opened file. This macro needs to be called every time a file is opened
with OpenFile macro. If this macro is not called before removing the USB drive the data gets
corrupted.

Parameters:

Filename = Name of the file
RETURN = No Return
CreateFile

This macro will creates a file on the USB drive, remember that file names need to be in 8.3 format.
All file names will be uppercase.

Parameters:
Filename = Name of the file
RETURN = No Return

DeleteDirectory
This macro delete’s a directory including the files that are in this directory.

Parameters:

DirectoryName = Name of Directory
RETURN = No Return
DeleteFile

This macro delete’s the file from the USB Drive.

Parameters:
Filename = Name of the file

RETURN = No Return



MakeDirectory
This macro creates a directory in the current directory

Parameters:
DirectoryName = Name of Directory
RETURN = No Return

MovePointer
This Macro moves the file pointer specified in the offset parameter. Only absolute positions are
allowed.

Parameters:
Offset = Address Pointer Offset
RETURN = No Return

MoveUpDirectory
This macro move up one directory level.

Parameters:

RETURN = No Return

OpenFile

This macro opens the file and makes it ready for read and wright operations.
Parameters:

Filename = Name of the file

RETURN = No Return



SuspendDisk

Automatically suspends disk when not in use. It is woken up each time a monitor command is called.
This only needs to be called once to enabled the mode.

Disable the mode by calling the wake disk command.

Parameters:

RETURN = No Return

WakeDisk
Turns of the automatic suspended mode which is enabled by the supsend disk command.
It should be called before transferring large amount of data to or from a disk.

Parameters:

RETURN = No Return
